Summary of the work in September 8-12, 03

1. The beam was passed through the beam line up to the last bend.
2. The BPM system works well. In the cooling section the beam center was aligned within several mm.
3. A pencil beam was tested as a tool to adjust the beam envelope in the cooling section and seems to be helpful.
4. The list of Save/Restore devices was updated and includes now all essential parameters.
5. Passing the beam through the return line is still very tricky. An improvement of the steering/focusing/measuring system here is desirable.

6. An attempt to make a beam-based alignment of the 180 deg bend was unsuccessful.
7. There were two full discharges in the acceleration tube. In both cases they seemed to be unprovoked. It is necessary to repeat HV conditioning.
